A school field trip to the museum is
especially challenging for a
neurodivergent student like Henry.
Can he manage this new experience
and make sure he doesn’t miss out
on exploring the Dinosaur Room?

The true story of how wolves were
successfully reintroduced to
Yellowstone National Park in the
1990’s. A fascinating look at how
humans can make positive impacts
for animals within their ecosystem.

What’s it like to live somewhere
else? 50 kids, one from each state,
share a bit about their daily lives and
the things that matter most to them.
An excellent “window” into the
diversity of childhood experiences.  

When his mother disappears, Hank
and his little sister find a temporary
place to stay with a reluctant family
friend. But how can he finally find a
real home for both of them?

Four children are each granted
wishes and warned to “be wise”
when they use them.
