RESOLVED by the Wilsonville City Council that the action of

the Council in declaring its intentions in Resolution No. LXVII (67)

adopted October 20, 1975, to make improvements to ~ts municipal

water system to provide water to the residents of Can~9n Creek

and Boeckman Roads and the actions of the Council in re-affirming

that intention by Resolution No. LXXVII (77) adopted June 14, 1976,

are HEREBY RESCINDED, and the Canyon Creek and Boeckman Roads

LID #1 is dissolved effective immediately.
